JASON'S BLOG 

 

   George Mueller of Bristol was a man used of God 

to care for orphans. He served a church in Bristol, 

England as co-pastor and was enabled to build a 

Scripture distribution, Christian education, 

missionary support, preaching and teaching and 

orphan work that spanned the globe, educated 

thousands in the things of God, distributed hundreds 

of thousands of Bibles and Scripture portions, 

supported hundreds of Missionaries and eventually 

had five buildings, owned by the orphanage housing 

two thousand orphaned children. All this by faith in 

the God of the Bible and without one appeal for 

money. 

 From 1836, when the work began in a rented house, 

through 1870, when the fifth and last house was 

opened, and on until his passing at the end of the 

century Muller's life was guided by the desire (even 

crusade) to prove God's willingness to answer 

prayer. “His one supreme aim was the glory of God; 

his one sole resort, believing prayer; his one trusted 

oracle, the inspired Word; and his one divine 

teacher, the Holy Spirit." (George Muller of Bristol; 

Pierson pg 212) He never asked for money, his aim 

was to show the world that God would hear and 

answer believing prayer. 

  George Muller was a teacher to us all. An Apostle of 

Faith and the Love of Jesus if you will. A lamp that 

burned and gave light and for a time, even now, we 

have enjoyed his light. But most enjoy from a safe 

distance. For His light, though enjoyable to read 

about, is also a slap-in-the-face challenge to us 

today. One that I don't believe many will take up. 

The challenge? Do you really believe in God? Will 

you trust Him alone? Will you endeavor to walk in 

the good works He has prepared for you to walk in 

(Eph2:10) and trust God to fund, empower and 

mightily bring to fulfillment every one of these good 

works inspired by faith? 

   Muller was made aware of the needs of a few 

thousand orphans in the city of Bristol and then of all 

England. Orphaned children of the poor (by far the 

largest class) were not given access to orphanages. 

Many were put into workhouse prisons or just into 

adult criminal prisons. There was no social safety 

net. It was a shame and a disgrace and George 

Muller was called of God to do something about the 

situation, while he was being instructed by God in 

the ways of faith and believing prayer. He modeled 

his work on that of Franke in Germany a hundred 

years before. 

What they did, and what others, such as Amy 

Carmichael, have done since laid a foundation for us 

today. 

We too are being called to affect the world through 

the care and discipling of the orphans, while learning 

the ways of faith and glorifying our God in the Name 

of Jesus. 

  Will you rise to the challenge with us? We are not 

George Muller or any of the other great men and 

women of faith. We don't have crusading faith. We 

have asked for money. We have apparently failed at 

times. But one thing we share with these: we believe 

God will provide for His own and He will not ever fail 

His children. 

  The needs in the world today are greater than in 

the days of Franke, Muller and the others who have 

gone before us. There are more orphans (maybe a 

hundred and fifty million!), more indentured and 

enslaved children (another one hundred million!), 

there is a veritable nation of children in need (two 

billion) in our world, waiting to hear and see and feel 

the Good News of Jesus Christ. Will you join with us 

as we learn how to believe God to feed, clothe, 

house, educate, and win to Christ and disciple His 

children.

We have been allowed to 

teach the Scriptures among the brethren on an 

Indian reservation, in a little church in a third world 

slum neighborhood, and to address some of the 

orphan children in our care in Haiti. God is so good 

to us!

We earnestly seek to be 

able to share the Revelation more often if God 

would allow. 

  Wordsower Evangel Arts is blessed to have Tom 

Meyer back in the States and touring among the 

churches. Please pray for Tom as he and Sarah 

prepare for marriage (June 2011, Jerusalem) and as 

he continues to build up the Church as a full-time 

Wordsower. We praise God for this additional voice 

proclaiming the Word of God. 

   Also Kenny and Teri Bortz are on tour in the 

Southwest US until August of this year. They will be 

joining us in Nampa for the Mission Deaconate 

Orientation Aug3-13. This couple continues to speak 

the Word into the church, as God allows, and are a 

great blessing from God. 

  The Nightingales are traveling out from Nampa, 

Idaho to the churches in the Western US until mid 

August of this year. After hosting the Orientation 

they will be headed East for tour until December. 

(Lord willing Jason will travel to Haiti in July and both 

will travel to Africa and India in November) 

    Jason and Sharon (and all those in Wordsower 

evangel arts) desire to serve the body of Christ more 

powerfully. Our prayer is that the Lord will edify, 

strengthen, comfort and equip His people through 

the washing with the water of the hearing of the 

Word of God.

Boys at my Father’s House, Haiti. 

 

 HAITI...Praise God for His faithfulness to the 

children of Haiti! As Sharon and I, and our friends 

from Plant A Seed Foundation visited over Mother's 

Day weekend we were able to see close-up the joys, 

needs and potential of over sixty-five boys at My 

Father's House II. There is nothing quite like living in 

a house 'full' of young ones. We visited our other 

homes and our friends were so generous in their 

love and gifts, but living in the house makes all the 

difference. You share everything and you hear 

everything and you actually begin to know the boys 

individually. What a blessing from God to be allowed 

to visit again (I had stayed there for nine days in 

March) and to share that experience with Sharon 

and our friends. The longing to return is strong. 

  Since the beginning of May we have moved many 

of the children. My Father's House I is no longer 

housing orphan children but is being converted to a 

school (much of the currently used church/school 

building is not safe, because of the earthquake, and 

we desperately needed the space.) We were still 

bound to use the house for another year and so this 

is a productive use for a building that isn't really fit 

for small children care. 

   The term 'desperately needed space' seems to be a 

constant in Haiti. We are in 'desperate' need of 

another house. We have almost a hundred children 

in My Father's House II, over seventy in My Father's 

House III and over thirty little ones in My Father's 

House IV. We are full to overflowing. 

   God is at work in weeding out staff that does not 

truly love the children or the Lord Jesus. We must 

have people who are devoted to serving the Lord 

through service to His children. If they are not thus 

devoted we cannot have them at our Houses. 

    We are blessed to have the children enrolled in a 

nutritional supplement program, for the next year, 

where they will also, in addition to the supplements, 

receive regular doctor's examinations and charting 

and nursing oversight. School continues at two of 

the Houses. The children are eating three meals a 

day and growing physically, educationally and 

spiritually. 

   Predestin, Marie and their daughter Evangeline 

have moved to the 'Guest House' from their 

unsuitable and unhealthful house. They await the 

birth of their second child in August. This house is so 

much better for Marie and their children. Praise God 

for His provision. 

    I stand in awe of the Lord's steadfast love for His 

children expressed in the daily provision of food and 

roof and school supplies. 

  We have well over two hundred children in our 

care, and more come almost every day!!! 

  We do not understand God's purposes in allowing 

our truck to be stolen in April, but we know He can 

provide a replacement. It is so needed. We have to 

rent vehicles almost daily to take children to school, 

church and hospital and to transport food and staff 

between market and various houses. 

   Wordsower is in the process of buying land in 

order to build our own facilities. Our goal is to be 

able to house, feed and educate five hundred 

orphans by the end of this year. Five hundred to a 

thousand more next year. 



    The need in Haiti continues and continues to grow. 

There are almost two hundred thousand unattached 

children in Haiti. As almost always happens, most 

donations have slowed or stopped since the initial 

outburst of generosity immediately after the quake. 

This is understandable as many people gave 

extravagantly at first, there is not a lot left for Haiti 

now.

   What we do still have, after all our giving, is the 

ability to pray.

KENYA.....Paula Mwasamaili reports that the house 

is plastered outside as well as the clinic portions. The 

roof is complete and they are working on the girl's 

outside toilets. She is trying to keep the workmen 

working, at least three days a week, so they can feed 

their families. She is living on subflooring, which is 

fine with her, but the government is not satisfied 

and requires tile for their approval.  

Paula works in her clinic, Kenya, Africa.     

 Paula has been able to keep the clinic functioning 

during the construction. She has between forty and 

sixty patients a day, seven days a week. With all this 

ministry her heart, of course, is with her children 

which she cannot have back full time until the house 

& clinic get final government approval. We need to 

be able to put seven to nine thousand dollars more, 

into the house, to fulfill all the government 

standards. Then Paula can get her kids back. She 

only sees them now when they come to visit hungry 

or sick. 

     PLEASE PRAY for Paula, her children and her 

patients, and the government officials who have 

forced her into this situation and who are using her 

children against her. 

     Our sister in Christ, Paula, is so faithful to her call.

             LIBERIA REPORT 

 

  The works of God in Monrovia Liberia continue as 

the needs continue. 

   In partnership with Bishop Emmanuel Jones and his 

wife we have been enabled to establish the Precious 

Life and Grace Homes for Girls. We have over forty 

girls in these two homes and many babies. These 

girls are orphans who 'aged out' of orphan homes 

and were forced to live in the streets of Monrovia. 

Without work (Liberia's current unemployment rate 

is 95 to 98 percent) or skills or money or family 

theses young teen-age girls where in a very bad 

situation. We have been enabled to rescue them and 

provide a safe home, with food, milk for their babies, 

and educational opportunities. Their lives are being 

changed and hope is growing in them again. 

   We are so thankful to Bishop Jones and Ramona 

for their Christ centered oversight and for their 

enduring love. They have other orphan works 

associated with their church and labor diligently for 

the glory of God. 

 

   PLEASE PRAY....for these two 'homes', for the 

Jimmy Koffa Home, for the My Father's House 

Liberia and The Discipleship Training Center (all 

works in Monrovia started and/or supported by 

Wordsower International) these homes house 

almost seventy young men and twenty more young 

ladies, orphaned and abandoned or sent to the 

streets by institutions publicly committed to caring 

for them but actually only keeping them for a hope 

of financial benefit to the orphanage owners. When 

the children are no longer internationally adoptable 

the kids are kicked out without any covering but 

God. 

      But God....has not forgotten nor forsaken them. 

We, and you with us, are proof of His love and 

faithfulness. There is someplace for these young 

people to go now. 

      PLEASE PRAY...for the monthly cost of food, milk, 

staff, tuition and the yearly rentals on the homes.

             INDIA REPORT 

 

   Andhra Pradesh State...over eighty-five million 

people in this one state in Southern India. Over 

eighty-five percent practicing Hindu. Thirteen 

percent Muslim. One prosperous area around 

Hyderabad, with its high tech and movie industries. 

The rest of the state and about two thirds of the 

populous is living poor and on the edge of food 

shortage. Malnutrition is endemic. Christianity is the 

smallest religious community, less than one percent, 

and many of those who profess Christ are Catholic 

which has become syncronized with the surrounding 

Hindu Culture. The States to the north and west are 

some of the most virulently anti- Christian in South 

Asia. 

   God has given us a work here. We have two 

facilities for orphans: My Father's House India 1&2. 

(MFI 1&2) we also have over forty-five church 

planters still functioning throughout the State of 

Andhra Pradesh, with well over a hundred churches 

established. Praise God! 

    Because of the hottest summer in a hundred years 

in India, work on our new facility has been slow, but 

we are now taking children there. We are actively 

searching for those who were driven away by the 

former owners as well as children who have never 

known orphan care and education. 

   PLEASE PRAY for Wordsower India National 

Director; Kantharao and his wife Mini, and their 

daughters. Kantharao and Mini do a wonderful job 

of overseeing the whole work in India. PLEASE PRAY 

for the staff and children at MFI 1&2 as we are 

nearing two hundred youngsters relying on God and 

in our care. PLEASE PRAY for our Church planting 

Pastors and their families. These dear brethren know 

persecution for the faith and they know the trials of 

being Christians in a land that overwhelmingly 

rejects the God of the Bible for the many gods of 

Hinduism. PLEASE PRAY for the financial needs of 

this work. 

       All of our friends in India send their greetings 

and their thanks, first to God and then to you, 

brethren in Christ.
