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Roatan, Honduras

Introduction
Roatan is a small island located just 30
miles off of the north coast of Honduras.
Measuring 37 miles in length and less
than 5 miles wide at itÕs widest point,
the island of Roatan is the largest island
in the Bay Islands chain. Roatan is
neighbored by the island of Guanaja to

its East, Utila to its West and the Cayos Cochinos to its south.  Boasting the worlds second largest coral reef, Roatan is a
Mecca to the diving community and a majestic sight to behold under the sea. More recently, Roatan has become an
important cruise ship and scuba diving destination in Honduras. Tourism is its most important economic sector although
fishing still remains a main source of income for many islanders.

Because Roatan is so long and skinny, most of its resorts and luxury hotels are located on private beaches outside of the
island's towns. But that's where the island's life and flavor is found! Roatan's principal communities are the following:

¥ Coxen Hole:  The capital of the Bay Islands is Coxen Hole,
Roatan's largest city and the first place you'll see -- both the
boat dock and the airstrip are located in Coxen Hole. Though
travelers don't tend to remain in the city, it's the island's
center for politics and commerce.

¥ Sandy Bay:  Many of Roatan's cultural attractions are
located in Sandy Bay, such as the Institute of Marine
Sciences and the Carambola Gardens and Marine Reserve.
Sandy Bay is just across the narrow width of the island from
Coxen Hole.

¥ French Harbour:  Lively French Harbour is the core of
Roatan's fishing trade. You can find several very nice hotels
in or around French Harbour, as well as the island's only
Iguana conservatory.

¥ Punta Gorda:  The only Garifuna settlement on Roatan,
Punta Gorda boasts a dynamic culture that has remained
largely unchanged since the late 1700s. Travelers are
welcome. Many of Roatan's other local villages are found on
this part of the island, like Jonesvile, Oak Ridge, Port Royal,
and Camp Bay.

¥ West End:  West End is the diving epicenter of the island.
The small community is aptly named, as it is located on the
west end of Roatan Island. Small hotels, dive centers,
restaurants and more clutter the dusty roads of this
community.

¥ West Bay:  This is the tourist center of Roatan. All cruise ship travelers are escorted from the ships to the white
sandy beaches and high-end resorts of West Bay. Most of the islands ex-pat community live in and around this
area of the island and once youÕve seen it, itÕs obvious. Rated one of the top 10 beaches in the world for many
years, West Bay is the epitome of natural beauty.

¥ Oakridge:  The end of the road. Oakridge once was a bustling center of commerce among the fishing industry, but
economic storms have cased business to relocate to French Harbor. Factories and boat moorage have all but
disappeared from Oakridge, but it still remains the final destination of all taxiÕs and busses at the east end of
Roatan.

Island History
The Pre-Columbian residents of the Bay Islands are believed to have been the Payan Indians. Christopher Columbus, on his
fourth voyage (1502-1504) came to the islands as he visited the neighboring Bay Island of Guanaja. The Spanish soon after
began using the Islands for purposes of slave raiding, and no original Native American communities survived.

Throughout European colonial times, the entire Bay of Honduras attracted a diverse array of individual settlers, pirates,
traders and militarists, engaged in various economic activities and playing out political struggles between the European
powers, chiefly Britain and Spain. Roatan and the other islands were used as frequent resting points for sea travelers, and
on several occasions were the subject of military occupation.

Britain, in its aggressive attempt to usurp the colonization of the Caribbean from the Spanish, occupied the Bay Islands on
and off between 1550 and 1700. During this time, the buccaneers found the vacated, mostly unprotected islands a haven



for safe harbor and transport. English, French and Dutch pirates established settlements on the islands and raided the
cumbersome Spanish cargo vessels laden with gold and other treasures from the new world. The English buccaneer Henry
Morgan established his base at Port Royal on Roat‡n in the mid-17th century; at that time as many as 5,000 pirates were
living on that island.

In 1797, the British defeated the Afro-indigenous Black Carib, who had been
supported by the French, in a battle for control of the Windward Caribbean
island of St. Vincent. Weary of their resistance to their plans for sugar
plantations, the British rounded up the St. Vincent Black Carib and deported
them to Roat‡n. The majority of Black Carib migrated to Trujillo on mainland
Honduras, but a portion remained to found the community of Punta Gorda on
the northern coast of Roat‡n. The Black Carib, whose ancestry includes Native
American (Arawak) cultures and African Maroons, remained in Punta Gorda,
becoming the Bay Island's first permanent post-Columbian settlers. They also
migrated from there to parts of the northern coast of Central America,
becoming the foundation of the modern day Gar’funa culture.

The main permanent population of Roat‡n originated from the Cayman Islands
near Jamaica, arriving in the 1830s shortly after the end of slavery in British
territories disrupted the economic structure that had maintained Caymanian
culture. Caymanians were largely a seafaring culture and were familiar with the
area from turtle fishing ventures and other activities. Former Caymanian slave-
owners were among the first to settle on the seaside locations throughout
primarily western Roat‡n. Former slaves continued to arrive during the 1830s
and 1840s, and altogether, the former Caymanians became the largest cultural
group on the island.

In the 1850s for a brief period the Bay Islands were declared a colony by Britain, who within a decade ceded the territory
formally back to Honduras.

The twentieth century saw a continued population growth resulting in increasing economic changes, and then
environmental challenges. A population boom began with an influx of Spanish-speaking Mestizo migrants from the
Honduran mainland, who in the last decades tripled the original resident population. Mestizo migrants settled primarily in
the urban areas of Coxen Hole and Barrio Los Fuertes (near French Harbour). In these areas Spanish is common, with
English being more common to the families of original residents as well as in the other areas inhabited chiefly by islanders
rather than former mainlanders.

The Ex-Pat Community
In terms of population and economic influence, the mainlander influx was dwarfed still by the overwhelming tourist
presence in most recent years. This trend originated via a number of American, Canadian, British, New Zealand, Australian
and South African settlers and entrepreneurs engaging chiefly in the fishing industry, and later, providing the foundation for
the tourist trade.

Today, some estimate that nearly 5,000 ex-pats call
this tiny little island home. That number tends to
swell during certain times of the year. The business
focus of this people group is extremely diverse and
can include real estate, sales, travel, transportation,
fishing, tourism, diving, mission work and so much
more. West Bay still holds the highest concentration
of ex-pats, but there are communities of ex-pats
scattered throughout the island.

Alternative Missions has been drawn towards this
people group in particular. With so many English
speaking ex-pats calling Roatan home, there are
still no ministries that have are exclusively reaching
this people group. In 2001 a missionary couple
from Rusk, Texas moved to Roatan to begin
working within the international community. After
years of building relationships, praying and hosting worship and childrenÕs ministry, they established the International
Worship Center, a small home fellowship of ex-pats. This home fellowship grew into a bi-monthly church service, which met
at different locations on the island. In 2008, the members of the I.W.C. approached Alternative Missions to assist in leading
this small group to become a weekly church experience.



Geography
Roatan is a long island, measuring almost
40 miles in length and with a total
landmass of 49 Square miles. The island
has a mountainous backbone and is totally
surrounded by coral reefs, offering superb
diving as well as excellent fishing. A large
portion on the east end of the island is
comprised of thick mangrove swamps.
These areas of the island are accessible
exclusively by boat.

Climate 
Roatan has a hot season and some rainy
seasons.  Temperatures average in the
80Õs year round, but with the extreme
humidity, temperatures often feel much
warmer than reported. Although it is
humid year around, rainfall can be scarce
during the hot season, resulting in many
beautiful, sunny days.  During the rainy
seasons, there may be several downpours
in a day, beginning and ending abruptly.
The first rainy season is during June and
July.  The winter rainy season is from
October to February. Strong winds can accompany the rain and cooler weather. The weather varies from a little cool to hot
and muggy on Roatan. Rain gear is recommended, especially during the rainy seasons.

Introduction
Roatan, like many other Caribbean destinations, hosts a fair share of interesting and diverse international residents.
Whether here because of business opportunities, love of diving, retirement, ministry or more, the ex-pat community of
Roatan, Honduras is extremely unique.

A common thread amongst the international community throughout the Caribbean is that of seeking. Most people on the
island are interested in talking about their search for spiritual truth. Their journeys are as diverse as the people themselves,
but there is always a desire to hear and learn more. But even with such a seeker rich international environment, there are
no churches or ministries actively working to reach this small pocket of ex-pats. This is where Alternative Missions comes in.

A Brief HistoryÉ
In 2002, Greg and Angela Ruark established the
International Worship Center in West End, Roatan. The
I.W.C. was a small home group consisting exclusively of
people from the international or ex-pat community. This
small home fellowship then grew to become a bi-monthly
church service, which was hosted at 2 different locations on
the east, and west ends of the island.

In late 2006 the Ruarks returned to the United States and
approached Larry Benson, the director of A.M.Õs Helene
ministry, to continue the work that had begun with the
I.W.C.. Larry agreed and assumed the monthly preaching
responsibilities while other A.M. staff members filled in with
the music services.

Over the course of the next 2 years, the I.W.C. continued to
meet twice a month at the Mayan Princess Resort in West
end and the Parrott Tree Plantation in the East. Church
attendance maintained at around 30 people each week and
members began a monthly childrenÕs ministry called Kids
Blast.

In 2008 it became obvious to Larry, the members of the
I.W.C. and Alternative Missions that there still existed
several road blocks to the continued growth of the church.
They needed to secure a meeting place where members
could plan on gathering each week. In addition, the church
needed a full-time pastor who could dedicate his/her time
into building relationships and mentoring people in the
community.

Members of the I.W.C. met with the leaders of Alternative
Missions and asked if they would consider taking on the
church as a ministry of Alternative Missions. A.M. agreed
and then began searching for ways of developing strategic
partnerships with stateside churches in order to help the
I.W.C.

Within a short time, Alternative Missions connected with Life
Church.tv in Oklahoma City, OK and discussed the possibility
of the I.W.C. becoming a network campus of that church. A
network campus is one that utilizes the video teaching/
preaching resources of Life Church and yet retains the
attributes, which make that church unique.

Alternative
Missions then
began to recruit a
campus pastor
who would move
to Roatan and
begin leading the
I.W.C.. At that
time, Jeremy Dyck

was serving as the assistant director of Alternative Missions.
A.M. approached Jeremy and his family about the possibility
and they jumped at the opportunity.

In October of 2008 Jeremy, and his wife Melissa traveled to
Roatan and met with leaders of the I.W.C. to discuss what
this ministry could look like. After reviewing the possibilities
of becoming a network campus of Life Church.tv as well as
discussing how this new partnership could work, Jeremy and
Melissa made the decision to return in January of 2009 to
begin working with the I.W.C.

2009 has brought a great deal of changes for the I.W.C.,
most notably, the churches name. The International
Worship Center has now become rChurch.tv. rChurch meets
each Sunday at the Mayan Princess Resort in West Bay.
Their mission: to lead the ex-pat community of Roatan to
become fully devoted followers of Christ.



Who Is Life Church.tv?

LifeChurch.tv is a group of people from all walks of life who are being transformed by Jesus Christ. Every week, they join
together around the world to worship God and to experience a relevant and powerful message, which teaches truths from
the Bible. They are passionate about sharing the love of Christ by caring for each other and positively impacting their
communities. Through satellite broadcasts that enable all of their twelve locations to be connected as one, LifeChurch.tv is a
multi-site church that transcends metropolitan regions. The mission of LifeChurch.tv is to lead people to become fully
devoted followers of Christ. This is the foundation for everything they do and has been the basis of their ministry from the
beginning.

rChurch.tv is a recognized network campus of LifeChurch.tv and shares a great deal in common with the vision, goals and
values of Life Church. Below you will find rChurches vision statement along with a description of the ways they are working
to accomplish that vision.

rExperiences
Each week our members gather together to enjoy a time of live worship and teaching. This is not your average church
service. Our desire is to engage each person right where they are at and truly Òdo lifeÓ together. The worship and teaching
experiences at rChurch are a way for us to fellowship as believers. Together we are sojourners in a strange land and the
times of fellowship and corporate worship each week are an encouragement and charge to live as a fully devoted follower
of Christ.

rGroups
rGroups are the connection point at rChurch.tv. It is in an rGroup that
you will experience the merge of shared passion, shared purpose and
shared lives.

rGroups are small groups of people who meet regularly in order to
make a difference in the community, develop friendships with each
other, and challenge each other to be more like Christ. rGroups meet
in homes, coffee shops, parks, beaches, or wherever there's room!
And they're the best place to meet people and "be known" at
rChurch.tv. The bottom line is this: rGroups are about living the way
Jesus lived, not just talking about it. If you're not in one, you're
missing out!

rKids
rKids is the evolution of the I.W.C.Õs childrenÕs blast program. These weekly experiences are broken into various age groups
including infants Ð age 2, preschoolers ages 3 Ð 5, and kids ages 6 Ð 12. rKids is grabbing children's attention so that Jesus
can grab their hearts by using interactive video teaching, curriculum developed specifically with your rKids in mind, exciting
environments, personal relationships with Cast Members and other children their age, and so much more.

Jeremy is the campus pastor for rChurch.tv. His responsibilities include the daily
administrative needs of the church in addition to recruiting, training and mobilizing new staff.
JeremyÕs primary responsibilities will be building relationships within the international
community. This takes time to build trust and respect.

General Staff Positions

¥ Worship Leaders/Musicians: Responsible for Sunday morning worship experiences as well as any additional special
music services that rChurch develops. Will need to train and lead a team of musicians every week.

¥  Tech Director: Responsible for all areas of digital creation including website, podcasts, vodcasts, video
announcements, marketing materials and more.

¥ Short Term Team Director: Responsible for all administrative responsibilities related to hosting a short-term
outreach team. In addition, this person or persons is responsible for all aspects of hosting the team once they have
arrived on the island. This includes leading outreaches, coordinating transportation, food and housing as well as
clear, concise communication about rChurch.tv, itÕs ministry and the culture of the island.

¥ rGroup Leaders: Responsible for hosting home fellowships, communicating changes within the rGroups ministry
and training up local leaders.

¥ Youth Pastor: Responsible for all aspects of youth ministry including development of youth program, weekly youth
experiences, special programs such as camps and mission trips and more.

¥ ChildrenÕs Pastor: Responsible for coordinating the volunteer staff of rChurches childrenÕs ministry program. This
includes the staffing of the infants, the toddlers and the kids ministry each Sunday. In addition, this person will
develop and coordinate special kids programs and various kidsÕ outreaches such as camps and micro missions.

Roatan Staff Needs
rChurch.tv has a team of committed members who currently serve on a development team. However, there are still great
needs in the areas of worship, children, youth and short-term outreach ministry. As the church continues to grow, more
people will be needed to serve. It is our desire to form together a team of enthusiastic, creative leaders who can help build
the community of rChurch.tv. Below is a list of current staff openings.



2009/2010 Budget Needs

Currently, the monthly budget for rChuch.tv is
quite affordable. However, there are considerable
needs in the area of start-up capitol. The most
difficult obstacle we face is not the acquisition of
the needed items, it is rather the shipping and
taxes that we face in order to get the needed
items to the island.

Short term teams can be of great help in the area
of getting needed items to and from the island,
however there will always be a need for items to
be shipped. Building a network of partners who
can assist in the shipping needs of rChurch.tv will
be essential for our long-term success.

The conference room where we currently meet
can facilitate a maximum of 60 to 75 people. It is
our hope and desire that within 2 years we will be
in need of a larger meeting area. We do have the
option of hosting multiple services if the need
arises, however, space could become an issue
sooner than later. We should anticipate the need
